Local Government elections are conducted on a similar basis to State elections including:

· Registered political parties may nominate candidates and have the party name on the ballot paper. 

· Electors enrolled for Federal and State elections are automatically enrolled for their local council area. 

· Only registered how to vote cards can be distributed on election day. 

· Voting is compulsory. 

· The system of disclosure of electoral expenditure incurred and campaign donations received applies, however there is no public funding of registered political parties or candidates' electoral expenses. 

Candidates and contributors to candidates' campaigns are required to disclose expenses and contributions. Visit the Election Funding Authority website for information.
